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Bulwell EAZ & ‘My Community Sport’
In 2008 Sport England Community Investment Funding was gained by St. Ann’s & Sneinton EIP to develop a sports infrastructure across 5 areas in Nottingham City; St. Ann’s,  Sneinton, Bulwell, Bilborough  & Clifton. This project was launched as My Community Sport in May 2009.  

My Community Sport is an innovative sports regeneration project its aims are to develop stronger, healthier and more vibrant communities through sport. By working in partnership it aims to raise sporting participation and improve wider outcomes for children, young people and their families.  My Community Sport is part of a strategy working closely with a range of partners who all share a coordinated vision for the improvement of services for young people. 
The main aims of My Community Sport are:

· To establish & develop a number of new sports clubs and support existing ones
· To attract National Governing Bodies to encourage satellite clubs  within the 5 areas
· To develop a bank of high quality coaches, volunteers and tutors to lead local activities

· To work in partnership with private businesses, organisations and charities to raise funds

· To encourage partners to be innovative with service delivery in a range of sectors.

Key Achievements to date:

· Over 1200 local young people have taken part in My Community Sport activities

· Over 240 local Volunteers have been inducted into the programme

· 8 New Clubs have been formed including Judo, Archery, Cheerleading & Table Tennis

· Over £100,000 of additional funding has been raised for local projects

· Successful holiday schemes have attracted over 250 Local young people

· The creation of a city Sports Club Directory.

5 Weeks of Holiday Activities in Bulwell for up to 40 Children per day


6 week after school programmes per primary school in Bulwell


A weekend community sport & health club for up to 30 local young people


2 x Sports leaders Courses


2 x Archery Leaders Courses


Food Hygiene and nutrition courses for local school & community residents


The project Launched in February 2010 – Over 50 Families  attended a fun packed day!


So far this project has made a significant difference to the lives of over 300 local people, who have accessed ‘Live Well in Bulwell’ Activities so far.
