Visit to Crabtree Farm Project
This visit reinforced the value of effective partnership work. It provided us with a rare opportunity to meet with and learn from others with a passion for learning outside the classroom. The strength of the collaboration between the academy and the primaries, especially around the transition residential, was evident throughout the visit.  
Improving transition is the Barrow Learning Away Partnership’s focus; we were able to report back about the successful aspects of an established residential. Meeting the young leaders and children (who were an absolute delight!) from the previous year’s residential strengthen our belief in our own project. Their presentation and personal reflections were one of the highlights of our visit. 
We have been able to use what we learned to help shape the KS2/3 transition experience for the children in our schools. Our aim was to provide a sustainable experience and after meeting with Ralph Surman at Cantrell Primary School and hearing about the KS1 camping experience they provide, we have been able to plan our residential, camping, using the grounds of one of the schools in our Learning Away partnership which will make our project sustainable in the long term.
The forest centre visit where the children were involved in orienteering activities was another long established successful learning experience. This was built on strong partnership links, this time with the local authority.
